East Riding of Yorkshire



One of the best ways to see
the dramatic white chalk cliffs
of the Heritage coast is from
the sea. Boat trips from the
harbour and Flamborough’s
North Landing allow the caves
to be seen and nesting birds
can be observed as they cling
and huddle on the narrow
ledges and crevices of the
cliffs. A trip from Bridlington
Harbour takes you around the
bay and takes in geographical
features such as stacks, arches
and caves. With names such as
‘The King’, ‘Queen’ and
‘Matron’ these sea formed
sculptures stand as witness to
the pounding power of the
North Sea.

The Heritage Coast contains many 
important archeological sites with 
evidence of human presence since
the Middle Stone Age. One of the
most striking sites is Danes Dyke.
This huge defensive earthwork runs
across the headland, from Cliff
Plantation in the south rising to
Cat Nab on Bempton Cliffs in the
north. Parking and walks allowing
views of the earthworks can be
found at the Danes Dyke
Countryside Site.

With magnificent scenery
and, drawing international
acclaim for its geographical,
wildlife and archeological
interest, much of East
Yorkshire’s coastline was
designated as Heritage
Coast in 1979. 

In contrast to the towering
white chalky cliffs of
Flamborough Head, the
southern extreme of the 
heritage coast is punctuated
by Spurn point. A walk along
this narrow peninsular is
rewarded with views across a

unique landscape. The peace
and tranquillity on this
remote sand and shingle spit
attracts thousands of wading
birds and a variety of rare
and beautiful wild flowers.
Forever changing, even the
plants have to adapt as they

cling on to the shifting land.
The lighthouse at Spurn once
illuminated this treacherous
stretch of water, guiding ships
through the tide race which can
at times reach seven knots.
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Bempton Cliffs RSPB is home to over 200,000 seabirds 

during the breeding season and is the only mainland  

breeding site in England for thousands of pairs of Gannets.
